Background

There are two kinds of stem cells — adult and embryonic.
(Umbilical cord blood is a rich source of adult stem cells
and does not involve embryonic stem cells.) The pro-life
movement supports funding for adult stem cell activities
—  these are effective and do not harm the donor. We
oppose funding for embryonic stem cell research. This
involves destroying innocent human lives and embryonic
stem cells have never cured anyone.
